i. Stormwater Control Program Activities & Expenditures To Date: Drainage Operations & Maintenance, Stormwater MS4 Program, Stormwater Capital Projects, Colorado Springs Utilities (SSCC Program) = $169,944,318 spent since 2016.
ii. 71 specific projects Colorado Springs committed to complete within 20 years. Completed 39 IGA projects since 2016; over 55% completion of commitment in 8 years. 
iii. Project Samples: North Douglas downstream of Sinton Rd - stabilized 30 foot cut bank with large boulders; ~$6 million. Cottonwood Creek at Austin Bluffs - heavily incised with large amounts of sediment; stabilized with sculpted concrete drop structures; $6.4 million.
iv. The City of Colorado Springs spends $3.5 million/year on stormwater maintenance, including 275 miles of channel.
